[Text of letter and comments sent to relevant Pyithu Hluttaw committees on 17 August 2018]

We are writing concerning the Committee’s consideration of a revised law to replace the 1894 Land Acquisition Act.  This
is a very important law for enhancing the investment climate in Myanmar. It needs both to protect land-user rights and to
ensure an effective and equitable process for compulsory land acquisition in the public interest, in support of investment
and sustainable development, and reduce conflict. MCRB welcomes the Government and Parliament’s intention to
modernize the 1894 Law, including to address the current gap concerning resettlement and restoration of livelihoods.

In the five years during which MCRB has been working on responsible investment in Myanmar, risks related to land
acquisition remain the chief concern for the companies we speak to. They are one of the main reasons why responsible
investors do not proceed with projects. This point was once again repeated in a discussion which MCRB hosted in May
2018 with commercial lawyers, businesses and civil society organisations to seek inputs into its updated Briefing Paper on
Land Rights and Business which will be published shortly. When land acquisition is discovered to have taken place in a
manner which is neither compliant with the 1894 Law nor international standards, investors tell us this is regarded as an
unguantifiable risk.

International investors, and Myanmar companies which are seeking international finance, are committed to following
international standards concerning land acquisition and respect of land tenure. The most commonly used international
standard on Land for the private sector is Performance Standard 5 of the International Finance Corporation (IFC) (part of
the World Bank Group) (translation enclosed). Therefore a Myanmar Land Acquisition Act which is aligned to this standard,
and which uses the same terminology and processes will contribute to the ease of doing business in Myanmar, as well as
providing protection to land users.

In the current draft, some of these key elements are included, but some are not, even though they are increasingly familiar
to Myanmar officials, such as those working on the Thilawa SEZ. Essential concepts which are currently missing from the
law include: cut-off date, entitlements, full replacement cost, security of tenure, host community considerations, providing



options for resettlement site, housing and livelihood restoration, monitoring & evaluation, and meeting the principles of
restoration of standards of living and livelihoods to at least pre-project levels.

In particular, to adopt a comprehensive Land Acquisition Act (LAA) which is aligned with international standards and the
Myanmar government’s duty to protect human rights, including under the UN Convention on Economic, Social and Cultural
Rights which was ratified by Myanmar in 2017, Myanmar law needs to recognise a wider range of land rights than at present,
including customary tenure.

The question of customary tenure was addressed in the 2016 National Land Use Policy. We understand that a draft Land
Rights Law is currently under consideration within government but has not yet been finalised and sent to Parliament. We
recommend that Parliament should pause further consideration of a new LAA until it has discussed and adopted a Land
Rights Law, which, inter alia, recognizes customary tenure rights. Reference to the rights under this Land Rights Law could
then be incorporated in the new LAA.

In the meantime, we have begun an initial review of the draft LAA which was published in June 2018 and is under
consideration in Parliament. We have incorporated advice from an international expert who has overseen land acquisition
programmes in a number of countries, and in very familiar with the Myanmar context, having provided advice to several
project proponents who are planning, implementing or monitoring land acquisition processes in Myanmar.

We attach our initial suggestions on issues and terminology to address in the current draft which we hope will be useful in
preparing a Law which could be adopted following the adoption of a Land Rights Law. We would be happy to come and
discuss these issues further with the Parliament. Please let my colleague Hnin Wut Yee know if you would like to pursue
this offer.
