What is Biodiversi

?
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Biodiversity: '‘Biological diversity' means the variability among living organisms from

all sources including, terrestrial, marine and other aquatic ecosystems and the

ecological complexes of which they are part; this includes diversity within species,

between species and of ecosystems.
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Business, Biodiversity and Human Rights

In 2017 the UN Special Rapporteur on Human Rights and the Environment, John Knox, described the
importance of biodiversity and related ecosystem services for human rights... “ the full enjoyment of :q
human rights depends on ecosystem services” (i.e. those benefits contribute to making human life Y
both possible and worth living).
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» Knox states that “businesses have a responsibility to respect the rights relating to biodiversity”
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= Although everyone depends on ecosystem services, some people depend on them more closely than others.
Indigenous peoples can be particularly vulnerable to impacts on their biodiversity related rights.
